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IMAGE & VIDEO BACK-UP & STORAGE: SO MANY OPTIONS...WHAT DO I DO??

I raised the question to Andy Wallace re: a new on line image storage area... Bottom line.. several options out there.. 
CAUTION WITH NEW FREE SITES...Here today and not sure if they will be there tomorrow.. ..and what happens to 
your images. Supported by his Lightroom seminar  are links to advised off-site storage services. KEY BACKUP 
TOOL :    External Hard drives (HD) are not that expensive and you download and store at the same time. SAVE your 
RAW and .JPG  IMAGES all at the same time.  

From Kim Comando site: New software : "Pictarine" Andy:  "Never heard of it. Looks like photo sharing service - you 
upload your photos to them and they push your images to the social media sites (Facebook, Twitter, etc) that  you 
select (and have accounts on). It's certainly not a backup service.   The only photo storage sites I'm familiar with 
are PhotoShelter (heavily set towards professionals), Flikr (heavily focused on amateurs) and SmugMug (juuuuuuuust 
right... for me  8-)  ).   

Picasa is editing software with some storage attached. This has been around for a long time.. Lightroom does more 
and does it better than Picasa..avoid duplicate software.  Get familiar with one and use it.. avoid duplication of 
work..but DO DUPLICATE YOUR BACK-UPS.   

Buzzword awareness: "The Cloud" is just a term currently popular for storage (and programs) residing on the internet, 
that you don't necessarily use a browser to get at. It's an old concept, but a new buzzword. Essentially, EVERY one of 
them is "in the cloud".. 
 
If interested in a separate backup (in addition to your local backups, low cost external harddrives (HD: now available 
with 2, 3 and even 4 TBs) then you should look into something you pay for (most are pretty inexpensive - $75-
175/year). I would distrust free services, who knows if they will still be there in a year or three:

If you also want to use the service as a place to display your images, then I would pick one of the photo-centric sites. 
You can store full-sized images 
there, and have them organized into galleries. 
 
SmugMug 
=======  Unlimited photo storage, max 24MB photo size (per photo), $40, $60 or $150/year, depending on features 
you want. Direct integration with Lightroom. 
Video support. Integrated shopping cart and fulfillment.  http://www.smugmug.com/photos/photo-sharing-features/ 

Andy’s COMMENT ON SmugMug....”SmugMug is great for me (Andy) , but not necessarily anyone. It's for people who 
want to combine display (a website) of their images with place to store *their important, edited images*. It's not a 
general backup for your image library. That would get completely insane. All these photo sites are really meant for the 
"final product" images.”

======Free, some limits, not sure I fully understand their model. They have a "pro" account for $25/year, fewer limits, 
accessing your original files, video

=========== The Big Kahuna - pro photo websites and marketing tools. Integrated shopping cart and fulfillment. File 
distribution and display, etc, etc, etc.

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“We have records of strandings that go back to the late 1970's with records from all counties in 
California as well as fish from Oregon.  The sharks we encounter are all about 1 m in length (+/- 10 
cm), which means they are young-of-the-year.  Being only 0 year-class fish some may be less 
than a month old.  Also, in all fish we have examined in the lab none have contained any food 
items in their stomachs.  So, one theory would be that they are very young animals that have just 
died from starvation.  A microbiologist at Stanford has examined their brains and found a 
craniobacterium in some animals which also may be a contributing factor.  Since your shark came 
from the north coast and there is an abalone mortality problem this is very likely coincidental.
