Story Telling Recap : by Carol Herrlie.. as self assessment:

Carol managed to break most of the rules of storytelling rules during March's meeting...

She shared examples of what "not to do" and "what to do" in preparing a video or still image story. A point
she made supported specifically the "Key Point of Economize"..presentation was too long, she tried to put
too much into it and.. well, there were good points. That is Carol... long winded at time... | can say since |
am Carol, and | am writing this review.

Key Storytelling Pointers to remember. Based on website finding: How to Tell A Story from :
Cookbook@storycenter.org

7 Elements:

1) A Point (of View) : define a goal to direct your editing; a narrative; a tale; an account; abstract. Who is
telling the story? You, someone else or a fictitious character?

2) A Dramatic Question: _Where is this going? A still must show the question and maybe even answer the
guestion in a single. A slide show or video can develop the "question" and can answer it by the end... or
not... make sequel.

3) Emotional Content:  Keeps interest; emotionally engaging; dramatic/romantic/comedic/tragic

4) Gift of Your Voice: A visual image allows the viewer to set a mood or tone. The tone your add in telling
the story can direct the mood you want to portray. Think voice-overs or interviews to help tell the story.
Practice taping your voice.

5) The Power of the Soundtrack: _Picking the right music can either set the mood you want or take it in a
totally different direction. Try taking your video clip and putting it to more than one sound track to change
the mood. Caution: avoid sound tracks with lyrics that do not speak to your story.. a good tempo of music
can be destructive to your story if the words go somewhere else. You do not have to use a whole sound
tract...parts are fine.

6. Economy: Balance visuals with dialog. A script should enhance your images not take them over.

7. Pacing : Change the tempo to keep interest. Send out a "hook" and then draw the viewer in. CAUTION:
Use just the right amount of line/time because too long a segment can drag, lose the listener and you will
lose them. Give then just enough to want more...
