Coming from Sacramento: HWY 50 East: Sacramento to South Lake Tahoe . Before you get to the city of Placerville,
you will see a sign for the off ramp: Missouri Flat Road. Take this off ramp an  d turn right at the signal light . This will
put you on Missouri Flat Road.
