The main attraction for me was another visit with Stan Waterman who proved to be a joy to visit with again. |
was very happy to find that my 19 year old daughter enjoyed his company and talks as well. | would
encourage anyone who has the opportunity to travel with him to do so soon as he will be 86 this coming April!

On to the diving and photography! The two, two-tank boat dives a day took us to some great reefs to explore.
| loved the large coral formations which differ from other parts of the Caribbean | have visited. There were
many seahorses, large schools of sennet, blennies, and hoards of sharpnose puffers, squid, octopus, jawfish
and the other usual Caribbean critters.
