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"I headed to southern 
California July 2nd in 
preparation for a July 3rd 
dive off the coast of 
Catalina Island. I hadn't 
been in the water since 
returning from Egypt in 
March.  
 
I landed in Huntington 
Beach July 2nd. I was up 
at the crack of dawn and 
headed to the ports of call 
San Pedro to board the 
Magician. The boat offers 
a day trip to Catalina 
Island that includes 
breakfast, lunch, and 
snacks. It also has bunks 
so you can grab a snooze 
during the 2 hr. boat ride 
to Catalina Island. This 
was nice since it gave me 
a preview of what to 
expect on my first 
Channel Island dive trip 
on the Truth with Jack 
Millard and friends. 
 
There were about 20 
divers, mostly from the 
southern California area; 
ranging from 
photographers, to a few 
hunters, to dive 
masters.....ranging in 
diving experience.  

 

The captain, Jerry Lewis 
(no, not the comedian) 
and his crew were very 
accommodating. The 
outside temperature was 
about 80 degrees. 
 
We dove three sites: Rock 
Quarry, Empire Landing, 
and Goat Harbor. 
Visibility: 20'-25'. Not that 
great. Water temperature: 
62-65 degrees at a depth 
of 50'. We saw Moray 
Eels, Butterfly fish, 
Lobster, giant Black Sea 
Bass, Garibaldi, 
Sheephead, Baby 
Blacksmith, Senoritas, 
Rock Wrasse, Gobies 
(black eyes and blue 
banded), Calico Bass, 
large Sand Bass, 
Abalone, Wavytop Turban 
Snail, Sheep Crab, Kelp 
Rock Fish, and Scorpion 
Fish.  
 
The kelp forests are fairly 
depleted in this area due 
to El Nino, urban runoff, 
layers of toxic sediment 
and overfishing. During 
my trip, I met a marine 
biologist, Nancy Caruso 
who runs a kelp forest 
restoration process 
program.  

Since 2002, Nancy has 
planted and transplanted 
countless kelp beds 
along the coast from 
Corona del Mar to 
Laguna Beach. She has 
raised tens of thousands 
of dollars in grants, 
recruited and trained 
several hundred 
volunteer divers, and 
developed scientific 
monitoring protocols and 
educational curricula. 
She even taught several 
thousand Orange County 
students to grow their 
own baby kelp. 
 
This dive trip was not 
only fun (especially since 
the water is about 8-9 
warmer than Monterey), I 
met quite a few divers 
involved in coastal 
restoration programs. All 
on a volunteer basis, 
sharing their stories.
